Profile: Richard Hall - Global Citizen, ASSIST Board Chair

Dick Hall was elected to the ASSIST Board in 1983, led the
Committee on Directors and the Long Range Planning Committee, and
in 2005 became Chair of the Board. During his forty-seven year career,
he has served as head at North Shore Country Day School, the
International School of Brussels, and Washington International School
and was also affiliated with the Experiment for International Living
and the American Field Service. While a trustee of The National
Association of Independent Schools, Dick chaired its Global Initiatives
Task Force, charged with encouraging independent schools to be more
intentionally international. Over his years with ASSIST he has been a
member of its interview teams in Germany and in eastern and central
Europe. Upon retirement (2007), Dick authored the history of ASSIST. Asked why he has been involved for so
long with ASSIST, he replied: "For more than 40 years, ASSIST Scholars have been integral to schools who have
sought to institutionalize an international dimension. It is a source of enormous pride to all of us involved that the
name ASSISThas become synonymous in the independent school world with the highest quality of experience for
both the scholars and their schools.
